As mentioned in the summer newsletter, | had little to report on
the Lake Expansion and there was not a lot more that |, or the
Williamstown Mayor, could add at the annual meeting. | can
now report that there was a Lake Expansion Committee meet-
ing on September 30. You may recall that | reported a $540,000
state grant that was provided to the Expansion Committee
through federal stimulus monies. Lacking $10,000 of this grant,
the Lake Expansion Committee approved expenditure to pre-
pare environmental permits administered by the US Army Corps
of Engineers and the Kentucky Division of Waters.

This adheres to the "Phased Project Approach” provided to the
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Committee in October 2008. HDR/Quest will complete the
Phases Il through V. These Phases are:

Phase I Jurisdictional Water Determination - Identify and
map the jurisdictional waters of the US within the properties
allocated for expansion -$70K.

Phase |l Environmental/Ecological;  Historical/
Archeological and Cultural Surveys - Includes the completion
of threatened and endangered species surveys - $190K.

Phase IV Conceptual Mitigation Plan Development - Include
preliminary cost estimates for anticipated stream and wetland
compensatory mitigation - $200K.

Phase V  Section 401/404 Permit Development - Prepara-
tion of all documents, approximately 6, as well as including
regulatory agency coordination to the aforementioned gov-
ernmental agencies - $70K.

This $530,000 expenditure does not include final mitigation
design, construction costs or other fees. The estimated time
line to obtain permits following this reporting is 12 to 18
months. Did you ever hear the expression, "He who giveth,
taketh away?" It is now called "stimulus" and | will keep you
updated with any progression other than this.

In the last couple of years, you have seen a little more report-

ing on families in the newsletter. We have witnessed two
L families with signs announcing their 50 years on the lake, the
Kaisers and the Haydens. There have to be many good sto-
ries and/or pictures to share with the rest of the members in
our newsletter with that many years of lake enjoyment.
Please feel free to share any such information with myself or
any of the directors so that we may publish it.
